I. STAGE I & II NOTES: PTA APPLICANT INSTRUCTIONS 
1) Observation Hours in PTA: Proof of at least 10 hours or more in a hospital, clinic, skilled nursing facility or school setting - 
· PT or PTA Letter – Hours documented on clinic/hospital, etc., letterhead signed by PT or PTA observed
· Hours working (paid) as a PT Tech/Aide do not count toward observation hours.
· All submissions must adhere to the required file naming conventions and format below.  Incorrect submissions risk being lost, uncounted or deemed ineligible during an appeal.
· Recommend saving file with the following FILE NAME:   LastName_FirstName_Obs
                 (Allowed File Types:  Word (doc or docx), PDF, JPEG)

2) Volunteer or Service in Community: 
· Volunteer hours must be current for one year
· Documentation must contain signature and credentials of person verifying hours
· Hours working (paid) as a PT Tech or Aid do not count toward volunteer hours.
· Recommend saving file with the following FILE NAME:   LastName_FirstName_Vol
      (Allowed File Types:  Word (doc or docx), PDF, JPEG)

3) Prior Degree or Certification: 
· Prior Degrees – UPLOAD copy of degree awarded
· Certifications in Healthcare: UPLOAD copy of Certification, e.g. C.N.A, Massage, EMT
· Recommend saving file with the following FILE NAME:   LastName_FirstName_DEG      (Allowed File Types:  Word (doc or docx), PDF, JPEG)

II. NEXT STEP IN COMPETITIVE PROCESS:  After Stage I & Stage II points are awarded, applicants will be sent a Health Applicant Rating Form showing all Stage I and Stage II Competitive points.
 
III. **The TOP 40 applicants only will progress to STAGE III.   **All other applicants will be sent a “non-selected” email and will need to apply the following year.

IV. STAGE III – Notes for the TOP 40 Applicants: The TOP 40 applicants will be invited to attend STAGE III - PTA Skills Boot Camp (1-2 days) with program faculty.   

· Applicants will be sent an email invitation to attend a specific date/time.
· Applicants must attend and participate to continue.
· A Physical Therapy article will be provided for review and have a short conversation with faculty.
· Brief Interview and Conversation will be conducted regarding problem-solving and communication skills.
Total Possible Stage III Points:  60
Total Combined Points Top 40: 160
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· The TOP 19 applicants with the highest total points are selected and will be sent “conditionally selected” email by Health Admissions in which the student must “ACCEPT” their seat using a link in the email within a designated number of days. All remaining will be sent an ALTERNATE email.
· Category II students may only be selected after all Category I students have been considered.  
· All policies and forms are subject to change on an annual basis.
