· 30-50 hours completed = 10 points
20 hours – Mandatory to apply for PTA Program

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 No points will be awarded for Science courses with 3 or more attempts. 
· *Science courses must be a “B” or higher and must be taken within the last five (5) years at the time of entering the Program.  
· Documentation of volunteer service, job shadowing, and previous education must be submitted to the FTCC Physical Therapy Department. These documents consist of copies of degrees/diplomas/certificates, volunteer services coordinators, Physical Therapy department staff (for observation), These documents must be emailed to webstera@faytechcc.edu with the subject “Physical Therapy Application Documentation” by March 1st.  
· Stage 1:  Apply to PTA program at https://www.faytechcc.edu/academics/healthcare-programs/healthcare-program-enrollment/  (additional application beyond applying to FTCC) between November 1st and January 30th.  Competitive points are calculated for courses completed by January 30th.
· Stage 2: Volunteer/service and observation hours must be documented and signed by those organizing/supervising the activity.  Science grades will be submitted via the HARF (Health Applicant Rating Form).
· Stage 3: The top 40 applicants in Categories 1 & 2 are invited to an information session where additional competitive points for the Critical Thinking Activity are collected and calculated.
